4. Given the generous allowance proposed for the Vice-Chair of
Strategic Planning Committee and the limited number of occasions
when vice-chairs are used in this council, Would the Leader of the
Council confirm how he justifies equating the remuneration of this
position with the role and workload performed by the Leader of the
opposition.
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Response to questions by the Leader of the Council

This Council has a very large number of small opposition groups (5)
compared with other London Boroughs which often have only one or
two. The largest of those Groups in this Council has only 8 members,
the smallest has 3. The proposed allowances for Group Leaders are
more proportionate, having regard to the overall responsibilities of those
roles, the small number of members they are responsible for, and
comparing those roles in the Council with the responsibilities of other
SRA roles. The Strategic Planning roles for example will both involve a
large number of meetings, including with developers, and will require
high level decision making on matters of critical importance to our
residents.

The Council is required to ‘have regard’ to the Panel recommendations,
which means it must consider the report but is not bound by it, thus
recognising that there are differences between Councils and one size
does not fit all. The proposed Members’ Allowance Scheme reflects the
respective responsibilities and duties of the various SRA posts moving
forwards, and results overall in a Members’ Allowance total budget
spend broadly in line with that previously agreed.

REPORT OF THE CHIEF EXECUTIVE

MEMBER ALLOWANCES SCHEME- PROPOSED REVISION

The Local Authorities (Members’ Allowances) (England) Regulations 2003 provide
that a Local Authority shall make a scheme in accordance with these Regulations
in respect of each year. Regulation 10 provides that such a scheme shall be made
before the beginning of each year commencing on 1% April. Such a scheme may
be amended during the year, but only revoked and replaced with a new scheme
with effect from the beginning of a year.

Members approved the 2018/19 Member Allowances Scheme at Full Council in
February 2018

Revisions to the Allowances Scheme

As a consequence of the proposed changes to the Council’s Planning regime,
revised arrangements are proposed for the award of special responsibility
allowances to the Strategic Planning and Planning Committees.

As detailed elsewhere on the Council agenda it is proposed that the Rainham &
South Hornchurch Party be replaced by the Joint Venture Working Party. The
special responsibility allowance afforded to the revised working party is to remain
unchanged.

In order to reflect the fundamental importance this Council places on the
democratic principle of holding the administration to account through strong
and constructive opposition, it is recommended that:

e The Special Responsibility Allowances (SRASs) for Leaders of Minority

Opposition Groups and the Leader of the Principle Opposition remain
as agreed by Full Council on 21st February 2018, and;

e A substantial review of SRAs is undertaken at the earliest opportunity
to more accurately reflect the level of payments with the associated
workload and responsibilities of positions so that Value for Money is
clearly demonstrated to Havering Council Tax Payers.
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The proposed revisions to the Member Allowances Scheme do not affect the
budgetary position. Any savings arising from the proposals will be reinvested into

support services.

Under Regulation 19 of the 2003 Regulations, before an authority amends a
scheme, it shall have regard to the recommendations made in relation to it by an
independent remuneration panel.

2018% in January 2018. This report discusses the role of councillors and sets out
recommended allowance levels.

Special Responsibility Allowances (SRAS) are presented in 5 bands determined by
the types of role a Member may have. The allowance levels for each band are
shown in a range and as a percentage of the remuneration package for a Council
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Leader. This gives flexibility and takes into account the different level of
complexity similar roles may have between Councils.

Due regard should be given to the Independent Review Panel report (attached as
Appendix B) in determining the proposed scheme and comparisons between the
proposed SRA levels and the recommendations of the Independent Panel.

Travelling and Subsistence (Schedule 2)

(@) Members can claim travelling expenses for travelling outside of the
Borough on official Council business as set out in Schedule 2.

(b) Members can claim subsistence expenses on official Council
business when outside of the Borough as set out in schedule 2.

Claims and payments

(@) Payments shall be made in respect of basic and special responsibility
allowances, subject to paragraph 8(b), in instalments of one-twelfth of
the amount specified in this scheme on the last working day of each
month.

(b)  Where a payment of one-twelfth of the amount specified in this
scheme in respect of a basic allowance or a special responsibility
allowance would result in the councillor receiving more than the
amount to which, by virtue of paragraph 7, he or she is entitled, then
payment shall be restricted to such amount as will ensure that no
more is paid than the amount to which he or she is entitled.

(c) Payments in respect of Travel and Subsistence shall be made to the
councillor on receipt of a claim form with supporting
receipts/vouchers. Claims must be made within three months of the
claim arising.

Pension Scheme

No Member in the scheme is entitled to apply for inclusion in the Pension
Scheme.

Mayor and Deputy

The Mayor and Deputy Mayor’s allowance covers the cost of all Mayoral
activities such as clothing, personal expenses and sundry expenses —
including items such as attendance at dinners, raffle tickets, sponsorship
and donations.
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The Mayor and Deputy Mayor will be responsible for all such payments via
the SRA, which will be taxed. The Council will meet the cost of:

Havering Civic receptions, award pins and certificates at the civic
award ceremony;

Medals, certificates and frames in the event of there being any
ceremony associated with Honorary Alderman/Freeman of the
Borough awards;

Gifts given on behalf of the Council in reciprocation or gifts initiated
by the Council for promotional purposes;

Maintaining and provisioning the beverage machine in the Parlour;
Postage costs and all costs associated with the Mayoral transport,
robes etc.

As part of that, | wish to report that progress is being made at
acquiring the Hornchurch Police Station for Havering Council to
enable a continued presence for the Police within Hornchurch.
This would be in partnership with the Metropolitan Police,
allowing this vital centre to stay open. Whilst nothing has been
signed, | very much hope to be able to update Members at the

next full Council.
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Royal issues:

As | am sure that many Members have already seen, we have
once again commemorated our royal connection in floral form
with the Royal Crowns being installed — outside the Town Hall
and across the Borough. This is both a fitting tribute towards
the recent royal wedding of Harry and Megan — as well as a
visit that is soon to take place from His Royal Highness the
Duke of Kent to official open the Sapphire Ice and Leisure
Centre. The much-gained publicity from this will help to
promote Romford and Havering as a key part of the wider

community.

Mr Mayor, we want local people to have easy access to
services in their local areas, and as part of this, we will be
exploring a more community focussed model looking at a

community hub approach for how we deliver services in the
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future. This is both for Council provided services, but also ones
with our partners such as Health for improved care paths for

residents.

A key issue for local Havering residents is the lack of affordable
housing. Over the last year, the Council has entered into three
joint-venture partnerships which will see thousands of new
homes built in Romford and Beam Park, and a replacement of
the borough’s housing stock. Our expectation is that over 35%
of all these high-quality new homes will be affordable, allowing
local families to get a foot on the housing ladder and to stay in

the borough.

We will actively exploring other regeneration opportunities on
sites across the borough to deliver more affordable homes for
local families, as well as the right kind of accommodation for
our most vulnerable residents. Through our regeneration
programme | am pleased to say that we will be developing
specialist accommodation for older people including extracare
provision, as well as for those with disabilities, such as

Autism. Our vulnerable and older residents remain a priority for
this administration and | very much hope to be able to continue

to keep Members updated as projects progress.

There has been a lot of discussion locally about regeneration
and the worries of building new housing without the supporting
infrastructure. | share this concern and can absolutely
guarantee that officers working on regeneration will focus on

providing the key infrastructure to support new homes as well
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as for those already living in Havering. We will ensure new
schools and health facilities are provided and work to provide
new leisure and recreation facilities, building on the undoubted
success of Sapphire Ice and Leisure in Romford. We will also
pursue the provision of broadband connections across the

whole borough for residential and business use.

Transport infrastructure is also a key requirement and we will
continue to focus on the development of the feasibility work for
a new north-south transport link in Havering linking our key

town centres tog ether.

We know that local people have been frustrated for a long time
about half-built buildings in the centre of Romford, which have
become an eyesore. We will work with landowners and
developers to find a solution to these problems and where
necessary use our powers to intervene. And | very much hope
to be able to bring forward a report to Cabinet on such stalled

sites as soon as possible.
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Investment in Romford’s historic market is central to our
heritage and will be a key part of the emerging Romford
development masterplan. During the transition to the creation of
a number of new homes within the ring-road, which will bring
with it a new wave of economically active individuals, it is my
intention to provide continued support to the market through a
series of events aimed at assisting and supporting traders to

provide a first class experience.
